Educational Interruption – a student in the preceding 12 months, changed schools or missed a “significant” amount of school time( e.g., ten days or more) during the regular school year (usually defined as September through June) due to the child’s or family’s migrant lifestyle.

Low Grades, School Age (K-6) - Any migrant child scoring less than a C, S- an unhappy face, 75 or equivalent in any marking period in any core subject will be considered to have low grades.
Low Grades, Junior High and High School (7-12) -  Any migrant child scoring 75 or below in any marking period in any credit bearing class will be considered to have low grades.

Retention – the student is repeating the same grade as last year.  Students going from pre-First to First or DK to K are considered to be retained.

Below Modal Grade = Age/Grade Equivalent (with the exception of September - December birthdays) when entering school in September

· 1st graders should be 6

· 2nd graders should be 7

· And so on.
LEP/ELL – LEP status for migrant students will be based on the school district assessment. (Commissioner’s regulations part 154) Please note proficiency level. Initial screening will be determined by results from LAB-R.  Proficiency levels for subsequent years will be determined by NYSESLAT.

Credit Deficient – Student in grade 9 – 12 who is lacking the sufficient proper credits to graduate should be considered Credit Deficient.

Failed State Test – If a student has failed a state test between grades K -12 this should be checked. If they failed in a previous year this should also be checked.

(A) a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designed to provide temporary living accommodations (including welfare hotels, congregate shelters, and transitional housing for the mentally ill);

(B) an institution that provides a temporary residence for individuals intended to be institutionalized; or

(C) a public or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings.
Interpretation – Student needs interpretation services in order to be able to make informed life decisions.
Lack of Parental Involvement – Parent(s) are not involved in student’s education by: i.e. attending school/MEOP Activities and/or encouraging the child in his/her educational program.
LEP – student has Limited English Proficiency as determined by the school district.

Life Skills – Youth could benefit from Life Skills Training.
Literacy – student is not functionally literate. 
Mobility – Any movement across school district lines in the preceding 12 months.

Poor Attendance – student’s absences exceed his/her school’s policy.
Transportation – A lack of transportation is preventing the youth from addressing one or more needs.
Update Immunizations – student lacks immunizations or adequate immunization records.
